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Hungary’s refusal to support air strikes

U.S. raps NATO stance

WASHINGTON — The U.S. Senate
hearing on the nomination of businessman
Donald Blinken as U.S. ambassador to
Hungary was used as a forum to rap Hun-
gary on the knuckles for not cooperating
enough with NATO regarding Serbia and
Bosnia. And Hungarian Foreign Minister
Géza Jeszenszky may have gotten the
same chilly message in a meeting at the
same hour with his counterpart, Secretary
of State Warren Christopher.

Sen. Joseph Biden, chairman of the sub-
committee on Europe of the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee, which held the hear-
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ing, stated strongly that if Hungary wants to
be a member of NATO it should cooperate
more with it on the AWACS plane surveil-
lance flights over Hungary in connection
with any potential air strikes in Bosnia.
Nominee Blinken replied, “I agree.”

Blinken also concurred with Biden’s
comments that “burdens and obligations
come with Hungary's request to be a mem-
ber of NATO and to participate in the orga-
nization’s Partnership for Peace program.”

Biden, a Democrat from Delaware, said
“it is not enough merely to want to be a
member of NATO. ... Temporizing activi-
ties is not something that lends itself to be
made part of any organization that needs to
act in unison.”

Their remarks and other statements
involving Bosnia may have been orchestrat-
ed by the Clinton administration and came at
the very hour that Jeszenszky was meeting
with Christopher about the Balkans and oth-
er topics. Hungary recently refused to coop-
erate with NATO in allowing AWACS sur-

veillance planes to use Hungarian airspace
during threatened air strikes against Serbs in
Bosnia. Hungary said such use would go
beyond what it agreed to in allowing
AWACS flights over its country to monitor
~ Serb compliance with the
| UN no-fly zone over
Bosnia, a matter on
which it is cooperating.

Blinken, formal and
businesslike in his
remarks, confirmed that
the AWACS plane that
spotted the Serbian jets
violating the no-fly zone
over Bosnia were
indeed flying over Hungary. After repeat-
ed warnings, four jets violating the no-fly
zone were shot down by American planes
based in Italy acting on behalf of NATO.

Blinken said the Hungarian limitation on
AWACS use was probably related to the cur-
rent parliamentary election campaign in Hun-
gary and said he expects Hungary's policy to
change after the May 8 elections.

“A good deal of this temporization will
disappear after May 8 no matter what the
government will be,” he said.

The incumbent governing party, the
Hungarian Democratic Forum, is in politi-
cal trouble, far trailing the Socialist Party
in the polls.

Hungary borders on both Serbia and
Croatia and 400,000 ethnic Hungarians
live in northern Serbia. Hungary also has
complained that it has lost more than $1
billion in trade with the former Yugoslavia
due to U.N. trade sanctions.

Separately, in an interview with The
Budapest Sun, Jeszenszky said Hungary
will continue to cooperate with the no-fly

zone monitoring. But, he said, if NATO

wants Hungary to allow broader usé of

AWACS over Hungary such as during air
strikes, then it should let Hungary into
NATO and Hungary would cooperate to
the fullest.

State Department spokesman David
Johnson said Jeszenszky told Christopher
at the meeting that Hungary supports
“strict enforcement” of the U.N. sanctions
against Serbia and that Christopher stated

“the United States “more fully understands™

Hungarian concerns. A Hungarian
Embassy spokeswoman downplayed the
meeting, saying nothing new came out of
it. Jeszenszky was not available to meet
with the press afterwards.

On other matters, Hungary was tweaked
a bit more at the Blinken hearing. Blinken
had a four-page statement on U.S.-Hun-
garian relations and talked extensively and
knowledgeably about Hungary. Blinken. a
New York businessman, praised Hun-
gary’s democratic and economic progress,
but said prwanzanon of state industry in
Hungary is * proceeding more slowly than
many would wish.”

Blinken said Hungary also has problemis
with its banking system, telecommunica-
tions and in agriculture. He said the U.S.
Embassy in Budapest will “continue to
offer economic guidance and seek to low-
er barriers to direct U.S. investments in, or
trade with, Hungarian enterprises.”

Hungarian Embassy officials here said
privately they were disappointed tlmt
Blinken's remarks about Hunga:) weren't
more positive.

A vote on Blinken’s nomination has yet to

‘be scheduled. Committee aides said, though,

it could come as early as next week and
Blinken is not likely to encounter any oppo-
smon whlch could hold up his appointment.

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Blinken, 68, is a director of Warburg Pin-

cus & Co., an investment banking/venture
capital firm ‘which he co-founded in 1966.
For 12 years, until 1990, he chaired the
trustees of the State University of New
York. His wife, Vera, is Hungarian-born and
came to the United States from Budapest in
1950 to escape communism, she told The
Budapest Sun. She said she returned for the
first time in ‘1987, and she and her husband
have been involved in ¢tultural and educa-
tional activities with Hungary since then.
Blinken told the hearing his knowledge of
Hungary prepares him for his role.

Biden said, “I would like to see Hungary
more closely to the Western orbit where it
belongs,” and pointed out Hungary’s rapid
Westernization since the end of commu-
nism in 1989. But, noting the AWACS

The senator also expréssed worry “about

ethnic tensions more than anything else in
Eastern Europe” and said he was con-
cerned about Hungary’s strong focus on its
ethnic minorities in Romania, Serbia and
Slovakia.

Sen. Hank Brown, a Colorado Republi-
can, said he met with Jeszenszky earlier in
the day and disagreed with President Clin-
ton’s decision against pushing for imme-
diate NATO membership for Hungary and
other Eastern European countries.

Blinken responded: “I would have wel-
comed it if it had happened, but I under-
stand the decision on why it didn’t.” He
added that Hungary needs reassurances
that someday it will become a member of
NATO and “it isn’t a mirage.”

Sen. Brown said lack of NATO mem-
bership “keeps the potential of future
Russian dominance on the table” and
encourages imperialists in Russia to try to
extend their influence. Blinken replied that
“the U.S. had no intention to permit coun-
tries such as Hungary to be dominated
politically, as well as militarily, by any
other state. The Partnership for Peace pro-
gram recognizes that.”

U.S. envoy sees no
major security threat

Despite growing demand from Hun-
gary and other Visegrdd countries for
military hardware, the United States will
likely continue its policy of not selling
offensive weapons until these countries
are admitted into NATO.

“To have the Hungarians spending
millions and millions of dollars on offen-
sive weapons from any source — includ-
ing the United States — seems a misuse
of resources,” Donald Blinken, the new
U.S. ambassador to Hungary, said in an
interview this week.

Citing potential border violations and
other security
concerns stem-
ming from the
war in the for-
mer Yugoslavia,
Hungary has
quietly lobbied
for military
hardware. The
United States
has sold Hun-
gary non-lethal

: equipment,
Barna Burger/ART & WORK  including a
U.S. Ambassador Blinken sophisticated

system  that
will allow Hungarian air ‘traffic con-
trollers to distinguish between friendly
and hostile aircraft.

But the U.S. government has reported-
ly resisted attempts by the Hungarians to
purchase F-16 fighter aircraft and Patri-
ot missile systems. As a result, Hungary
has turned to Russia for fighter planes.
Russia last year provided Hungary with
28 MiG-29 fighter planes under a pro-
gram by which Russia exchanged the air-
craft to reduce the $800 million debt it
owes Hungary.

Blinken said Hungary has little need
for a large arsenal of high-tech weapon-
ry since it doesn’t face any major threat
to its security, A border incursion, fre-
quently cited by Hungarian officials as a
reason Hungary needs military hard-
ware, could be met with a quick-
response ground force.

The U.S. government relaxed the
offensive weapons restrictions somewhat
last year when the State Department
announced that it would consider indi-
vidual requests for transfers of lethal
weaponry to Hungary and Poland.

Blinken’s comments reflect the Clin-
ton administration’s policy of trying to
balance Central European security con-
cerns with worries over destabilizing
Russia and bolstering support for hard-
liners there. The Partnership for Peace
plan — which calls for closer coopera-
tion with Central European nations and
NATO member countries without offer-
inﬁ firm security guarantees — also
reflects this cautious approach.

“Once Hungary and the Visegrad
countries are part of NATO, then it
becomes a question for NATO to decide
who gets which weapons and why,”
Blinken said,

on the occasion of July 4th, our national holiday, I am glad to
have this chance to address the Hungarian people directly. This
Independence Day represents the 218th anniversary of our
Declaration of Independence, a document which celebrates freedom,
equality and democratic values. I am particularly pleased to be
serving as ambassador in Hungary, which has joined the family of
democratic nations AND HAS EMBRACED THESE VALUES.

Americans have a great respect for Hungary and its people. They
know that Hungarians and their neighbors in Central Europe
struggled for freedom for decades, and they were delighted to see
the Cold War come to an end. Americans also recognize the
EXTRAORDINARY contributions made by Hungarians over the years in
such fields as mathematics, science and music.

In today’s global political and economic context, Hungary and
Central Europe have a special place. We particularly appreciate
the constructive role Hungary has played in international
organizations. As President clinton stated recently during the
visit of President Goncz, it is in America’s interest that the
region completely integrate with the West, both politically and
economically. We support Hungary’s close ties to, and eventual
membership in, both NATO and the European Union, as well as the
OECD.

As far as NATO is concerned, we are happy to see more and more
countries signing on to the Partnership for Peace AND THAT
HUNGARY WAS ONE OF THE FIRST TO JOIN. The Partnership is a
logical and constructive step toward full integration with NATO.
The process of security cooperation between the West and Hungary
is already bearing fruit. Recently the United States sold
Hungary a new system to help it identify friend or foe aircraft.
This is an important part of U.S. assistance to Hungary in its
efforts to effectively integrate its airspace management system
with that of Western Europe.

In the economic sphere as well, cooperation is paying off, and
the process should AND WILL be expanded and deepened. An example
of our strong relationship is the loan guarantees offered by the
U.S. to bolster the Hungarian housing sector. 1In the first year
alone, $20 million in loans from U.S. financial institutions will
be backed by guarantees from the U.S. Agency for International
Development. The plan may be renewed for up to two more years.
The money will go to building much needed housing for the
Hungarian population.

While government assistance still has a place, given the progress
of Hungary in its transition to a free market economy, the need
is not so much for massive aid, but for enhanced access to
markets and for investment. The U.S. will support Hungary’s
efforts to develop greater markets for its products. The Clinton
Administration will continue to encourage the "private Marshall
Plan." Of the approximately $7 billion of foreign investment in
Hungary, over $3 billion, or about 40%, has come from the U.S.



If we in the West expect to sell more to Hungary, we have to help
Hungary sell more to the West.

As far as Hungary’s change of government is concerned, we see
only cause for optimism. I was very pleased to see the elections
carried out in a completely free and fair manner. The high voter
turnout proves that Hungarians are vitally interested in the
political and economic transformation of the country. The mature
and responsible manner in which the coalition negotiations were
conducted bodes well for the future governance of the country.
The United States is not particularly interested in party labels;
we are interested in deeds. We expect U.S.-Hungarian relations
to continue to flourish. Based on the declarations of the two
new coalition partners, we are confident that Hungary will
continue on the path of free market reform, dedication to the
democratic process, and integration with the West.

- Az Egyesiilt Allamok és Magyarorszag
megegyezett, hogy végleges formaba onti a
kétoldalu segitségrol szolé egyezményt,
amely 4ltalanos keretet biztosit majd fo-
lyamatban levé segélyprogramjaink sza-
maéra.

- Az Egyesilt Allamok és Magyarorszag
most irta ala a kiadatasrol és a kolestnds
jogsegélyrdl sz6lé egyezményt is. Ami az
utébbit illeti, Kozép-Eurépa és a volt
Szovjetuni6 orszégai koztil Magyarorszag
az elsd, amely ilyen targyi szerzédést irt
al4 az Egyestlt Allamokkal.

- Az eintk és a kuligyminiszter 0dvo-
z6lte Magyarorszag eltokéltségét, hogy ja-
vitja kapcsolatait a szomszéd orszégokkal,
valamint folytatja a konstruktiv parbeszé-
det Oroszorszaggal és a volt Szovjetunio
tertiletének tobbi orszagaval.

Nagykovetként végtelen orommel tolt el
a tudat, hogy orszagaink kozott a kapeso-
lat ilyen nyitott, baréti és termékeny. A két
orszag elkotelezettsége a demokracia, az
egyéni szabadsagjogok, a szabad és nyilt
piacok, valamint Magyarorszdg és a tobbi
kizép-eurdpai orszag euroatlanti integra-
cidja irdnt szilard alapot biztosit arra,
hogy tovabb épitstik szoros, gylimdlesozo
és tartos kapesolatainkat.
