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I came to STOCKHOLM together with the Hungarian troupe.
T dance Hungarian folk-dances together with 3 male pariner.
7 have studied ballet, and danced in the chorus of the
Opera before. My partaner is & peasant boy who has only
sttended a “short course® a couple of years ago end can dande
only "popularly”. Our instructor in BUDAPEST ordered me e
40 adapt myself to him, in other words, to dance &s primitively
as he. This boy is & convinced Communist, which is rather :
ynderstandable a3 the Communists huve pede him a “peo e's
~ ortist". He gends regular reports to the Party in PEST -
he belives we do not know jt. Once he told us that we saw
too much of the Hungariens living in STOCKHOIM, there were
certainly reactionaries among them. We pade enguiries at
+he Legation about it, secretary KOVACS told us that we could
neet these Hangarians with an easy consclence, nobody would
fay anything about 1t. KOVACS asked us only to tell to the
fungarians here how plessant life is in BUDAP:ST and that they
cught to maks e o rist trip to RUDAPEST mext summer.

I cen only say that life in BUDAPEST is miserable, ¥
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absolutely not 80 pleasant as they maintain. My husband
is a dancer at the Opera, but no star. We have a 2-year-
old daughter. Although we work very hard, we must live
very simply and are happy Whenever we are able to buy
some piece of clothing. I Jjoined the troupe and left

my little daughter behind because 1 wanted to earn
money, and buy a winter coat, coal and warm underclothes.
The changes are great but the living conditions have

not improved at all.

I visited the ballet school of the STOCKHOLM Opera

with Mrs. LAJTAI, I was surprised how 1ittle they know here,
how :

low the ballet level is here. Such male dancers and
ballerinas as are considered first-rate here, one can

find about twenty or thirt{ain BUDAPEST. Now I can under-
stand why Nora K ACS and lstvan RAB were S0 great a

success abroad. ; : ;
