The Council of Ministers has now completed the drafting of the Bill, The
new control body 1s called the "Pecple's Supervision” in the Bill. In this body the
workers, peasanits .and the best Pepresentatives of the intelligentsia will directly
participate in'the supervision of the ecomdhmie, Adhministrative; cultural and soeial
activity of the whole country. ‘The members of the supreme People's Supervision,

i.e. the Central Committee of the People's Supervision, will be elected by the National
Assembly, accordimg to the Bill, This Central Committee will, in all its funetions,
rely on the regiomal organisations of the People'’s Supervision. This means that the
Pecple's Bupervision willihave its representative in every county and distriet eentre,

in every'barotgh of Budapest and'in every large town. ' Theses representatives will be
ehosen from ameng the most active members Of the various soeial organisations, workers,
peasants, technical or adsinistrative workers who are most familiar with local eonditions

and who are also pelitically fully versed, The Bill emphasises that these representatives

should, 1if necesssry; sarry out their supervisory activity outside their normal working
