side.” The lst October celebrations in China had "expressed the boundless self-
confidence, strength and enthusiasm which fills the heart of the Chinese people
whenever they think of the establishment of their Republie. The military parade
in particular had been something worth geeing: “Those who saw the military parade
know that the armed Chinese People's Republic 1s a powerful factor in the defence
of pesce.” [Kadar added: The distinguished reception accorded to us was 8
particularly pleasant surprise.
