gsufficient informetion for the report, In sccordance with the
Assembly resolution, the report will need to be based on the
informetion placed at the disposal of the Committee and on the
evidence received in testimony, There are some aspects of the
events in Hungary in respect of which the Committee will need
to wely almost exclusively on evidence, and certain of these
aspeets have not been adequately covered by witnesses, The
purpose of this paper is therefore to draw attention of members
of the Committee to those fields on which guestions might most help~
fully concentrate in order to complete the picture that we need .
to perform the task set by the General Assembly. |

l. Regearding the events of October 23 -« 25 in Budapest,
mich information is now avallable concerming the general course
of events,

2, MNuch less information has been fortheoming regarding
events in the provinces, especially in Gyor ané Magysrovar, from
October 23 - 28,

3. We still heve 1ittle information in the evidence about
economic ceusés of discontent emong the workers and peaszhts.

4, It would seem that there will alweys be need for
additionsel information sbout the precise role of Fremiers Nagy
and Keder in the events, The Committee is in need of further
confirmatory evidence from witnesses who have had personal
contacts with the Heads of the Government at criticel phases of
the rising, This informetion needs to be precise and specificy
general accounts have been provided by earlier witnesses,
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s A very importeant element is the ecrestion of Workers!
Counciles, This aspeet of the uprising doea not seem to have
been fully covered in supplied reports, though much informetion
is available through broadcasts of their demands, The Committee
ia in need of evidence from witnesses with speciel knowledge
of these Workers' Councils = the exasct manner in which these
Councils were composedj; where their meetings were helds; how
they prepared the programmes; ete, These are important pro‘nlans’.
