A 8liw, gradual improvement is noticeable in our relsticne. with the

Bri . sn, Frewch, and Italiasn goverpments, mainly in the sphere of econcmic
but elso eultural relations. The pormalization f these relations is alsc
indicated by the fact thet with one single exception the governments

of the countries belonging to the Atlantic bloc have, on our initiative,
elther lifted the restrictions imposed on the travels of Hungarian
diplomats in their countries altogether, or have modified their previously
issued regulations to a much wore favorable attitude.

As for our relations with the U.S, Government, these have, much against
our own intentions, failed tn show sn improvement and are essentially
maintained on the same level to which they were lowered by the well-known
"eold war" aspirations of the U.S¢ Government. One of the indications

of this must be regarded by us as the fact thet for scme time now the 11.5.
Goveromeat has been unwilling to send a minister to Budapest following the
forrer mivister's pProlonged reluctance to hand over his credentials.
Likewise no favorsble effect cen be exercised on the development nf
relations between the two countries by the role played by the United
States toward Bungary in the United Nations, en attitude thet vas again
demonstrated at the recent gession of tbe General Assembly by the
Permanent delegate of the U.S. Govermment.

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The liquidation of the counterreVolution Ly means of tie penal law
started in extremely difficult circimstances. The pover of the
proletariat vas victorious, but the forces of the counterrevolution
were still agtive. A great number of arms were gtil!l in the hands
of faseists, escaped convicts, and other hooligans.

Production proceeded only by fits and starts--counterrevolutionary
elements in the workers councils were inciting strilkes, the country's
western frontiers were open, and people streamed out of the country
by the thousands. The apparatus of criminal prosecution and
Jurisdievion Lecame mostly disorganized, and people's winds vere in
a state of confusion. The stru;sle against counterrevolutionary
criminals began in such eircumstances.

In the van_uard rarched the public order forces, forued of the best
weerg of the party and the army and police formations which got

to .heir feet very quicidy. They had by no means an eas) task, but
tlie stood their ground, thus influencing the work of the courts and
pc =2cutors, who were wavering at the beginning. The preatest praise
ie ‘ae taen.

Those more than 2,000 common criminals who vere released
frow prison by the eounterrevolutionaries and who liave nol vet been
recaptured are also in the test.

The introduetion of the summary jurisdiction was a sharp reply to

the counterrevolutionaries. It deronstrated the strenpth of the
Revolutionary Worker-Pemsant Government and elicited adequate respect
for the recomsolidation of proletarien rvle. This initia) success

(Excerpts) Deputy Janos Dora: The government has abrogated the decree
‘making the transfer of a person's residence to Budapest subject tc a
so-called residence permit. From that time, Budapest's populdation
started to grow by leape and bounds. According to dats at wy disposal
72,000 new residents were registered, either as perwanent or tuq,rmn
irhebitents im 1956, apd 116,000 from Jaouary to October 1797, These
figures, which do not 1n¢lude people under 10, who are not reglstered
scparately, do not include the population's watural iucrease. Je mast,
therefore, accept as correct the estimate that the populstion of [ dqp st

is over 2 million. I thiok it would be difficult to fl i atother ceuntry
in .he werld where one-fifth, or prether 25 percent, of tnr population

1° :8 in the capital. The overcrowding cf‘ Budapest not ecnly hampers the
8 ‘essful fulfillment of our tasks ln social, econcwic, and cultural

dec iins but makes it impossible in many cases. Hudapest dcea not hav

a gufficlient number of dwellings, ;:qtlt:te., or ipstitutlons fer 2
million irhabitants, therefore this unprecedented srowth the populetion
has a paralyzing effect on trapsportation and causcs troubles with

regard to electricity, water, end supplies and health services. 1 ask
the govermment, on my own behalf gnd in the vame of my fellow deputies,
tc inform us about what it intends to do to prevent the rurther over-

crowding of Budapest.

Bela Bisziu, liinister of the Interior: The problem exists, and the
government knows it., The possibilitiee of a solution must ve carefully
weighed, If necessary, the government must intervene with appropriate
measures. liany people have raised the problem whether it would not be
necessary to restore the system of residence permits, because this would
solve the problem. Unfortunately, this is not so. Vhen such a
system of residence permits was ip foree it proved to be ne solution.
The roots of the problem are socisl and economic. There is, perhaps,

no other capital in the world where the country's industry is concentrated
1n one city to such an extent as it is in Pudapest.

A total of 52 percent of lungary's industry is in Pudapest. Only the
territorial redistribution of industry can end will bring about a
permanent soiution. The matter must be examined {rom the point of

view of employment sc that old residents recelve more f‘avorabla

treatment than those who have woved to Budapest only recently.

But this problem, too, muet be handled with great cere. Sone distinction
should be made with regard to the alloecation of dwell ing But the local
councils and rural authorities must devote great lttention to village

people in order that they will show greater willingness to stay in
the fields.
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Working conditions pust be improved in the ccocra‘ivie and gtate furms
so that the pumber of ithose vho " :¢nt to move tn the towne is theraety
reduced,
