As for tuition fees, no one has had to leave the university on acount
of the recent tightening of purses, because tuition fiees are paysuole
only by the parents of those whose financisl eituation permits &
contribution toward the fees. On the other hand, good academic
achiievements reduce the tuition fees.

Ioreover, besides the tuition fees, vhich are 1,000 forints per term

at the maximm, no supplementary fees are payable by the students,
either for registration, or examinations, or for laboratory experiments.
As for peasant youth, the fact that the financial situation and the
peasant's conditions in production have improved facilitates higher
studies. Thls year, s higher percprtage of peasant youth presented
itself for the watriculation examinaticns thap in previous years.
