The K6bdnya Beer-and Malt Brewery / BUDAPEST, X. Jédszberényi
ut 7-11./ planned an output of 40.000 hectoliters of beer for the
year 1954. 15.000 hectoliters of it, had to be given over to the
Soviet occupation troops in Hungary and 25.000 hectoliters were
meant for Hungerian consumption. _ :

At the last proauction meeting however, the production mansg-
er announced, that only 70-75 per cents of the estimated quantity
can be produced as the brewery is short of barley. But the reduction
