Washington/Budapest —
The newly appointed am-
bassador of the United
States to Hungary, Donald
Blinken, took the oath of of-
fice on Tuesday in the pres-
ence of Vice-President Al-
Gore and arrived in Buda-
pest on Thursday.

Blinken, 69, is an invest-
ment banker, and director of
the New York-based E. M.
Warburg, Pincus and Co.
His wife, Veronica, is of
Hungarian origin.

In an interview with
MTI’s correspondent, the
ambassador stressed his de-
sire to build on the strong
and excellent relations

formed by his predecessors. -

Blinken said the level of
American capital invest-
ment to Hungary will be up-
held, while at the same time
interest in Hungary conti-
nues. As an expert, he noted
the importance of the influx
of capital as it is the only
way the Hungarian eco-
nomy can begin to grow and
attain the level expected by
the population.

The ambassador said
modern technology is indis-
pensable to a Hungarian
economic boom, and world
market success can reach
Hungary only through fur-
ther American and other
Western investment and fin- |
ancial sources.

On Tuesday the Clinton Administration submitted his nomination to the Senate
which, after talking to the nominee, will make its decision about the appointment in a couple

of weeks.

Donald Blinken was born in New York, on November 11, 1925 and graduated from Harvard
in 1948. Besides his successful business career he is the author of several economic,
politological and technical-scientific books, and he is also member of significant scientific
organizations. He works in the boardsof several musical and art companies as a supporter of
symphony orchestras and public collections. Since 1989 he has served as director and ice-
president of the American-Hungarian Friendship Forum in New York.

In recent years, he has also been serving as director of a Settlement Trust in New York; he is
an expert of the private and state-owned companies. His wife is of Hungarian origin and they
have one son.

Blinken Gets The Nod

Donald Blinken of Lily Pond Lane and Manhat-
tan became the United States Ambassador to Hun-
gary on Friday. He and his wife, Vera, expected to
leave yesterday for Budapest.

“I’m looking forward to it enormously — can’t wait
to get there,” Mr. Blinken said Monday from his of-
fice at the investment banking firm of Warburg, Pin-
cus and Company, where he is a director.

He said his priorities were ¢
“continuing the close collabo-
ration on political, economic,
and human rights issues” be-
tween the U.S. and Hungarian

Governments, and helping
Hungary continue privatizing
its economy.

“The President could not
have made a more auspicious
choice,” Senator Daniel Pat-
rick Moynihan said when he
introduced Mr. Blinken to a
Senate confirmation commit-
tee early this month. “Not on-
ly does he know the country
well, but he brings an out-
standing business background
to the job.”

Mr. Blinken helped found
Warburg, Pincus in 1966, after
working as a vice president of
the predecessor firm, E.M.
Warburg and Company. He began his career in re-
tail management, working for Bloomingdale’s, Marks
and Spencer of London, and Stein’s Stores.

Mr. Blinken has a long list of community service
to his credit, from heading the State University’s
board of trustees, to running the foundation that ad-

ministers the artist Mark Rothko’s estate, to serving
on a Presidential nominating panel for a Federal
Court of Appeals judge.

He has published articles on foreign policy, cul-
ture, education, and trade in various publications, in-
cluding The New York Times.

A native New Yorker, he came to know Hungary
through his w1fc She was born there and came to

@ New York as a child, during the
early years of Communism. She
later founded the American Hun-
garian Friendship Forum “to pro-
mote, foster, and support closer re-
lations between the people of the
United States and Hungary,” and
worked to have her two home-
towns — New York City and Bu-
dapest — declared sister cities in
1992.

Mr. Blinken said he got the idea
of becoming the Hungarian Am-
bassador after he visited the coun-
try in 1987, in his wife’s first trip
back to her homeland. It took an
“enormous amount of effort” to
make his desires known.

The post has been empty since
mid-December, when Charles
Thomas moved on to another po-
sition. The full Senate voted to ap-
point Mr. Blinken late Friday
night, after a confirmation process he described as
“very interesting, very pleasant.”

The Star profiled Mr. Blinken in 1984, and Mrs.
Blinken in 1992. He built their East Hampton house
in 1970, and said being so far from it is “the only neg-
ative of this” appointment. 1P

File were sent from the White House to the Senate, and this means that in concordance with
the presidential statement, the nomination of Donald Blinken as US ambassador to Budapest
is complete. After talks lasting for months, the hearing and approval may come in the near
future.

Blinken’s tough new job

Donald Blinken is coming to Budapest to be the
new U.S. ambassador to Hungary. We wish him luck,
because he has a tough job ahead.

Maintaining good relations with Hungary is one
of the most important things America can do to
foster stability in this region. To keep those relations
on the right track, Hungary and the U.S. must
achieve a clear understanding of their respective
positions on some tricky issues.

For instance: Hungary’s policy that NATO’s
AWACS surveillance planes in Hungarian airspace
should not be used to assist in offensive actions in the
former Yugoslavia. During his confirmation hearings
in the U.S. Senate, Blinken said he expects this policy
to change after elections. But that doesn't seem like-
ly: Most major parties have endorsed this policy as a
good way to avoid military retaliation from Serbia.

Hopefully, the new ambassador will have a better
understanding of Hungary’s concerns in this area
after he spends some time in Budapest.

Another important way in which American policy
affects Hungary is through the International
Monetary Fund. In the past, IMF guarantees have
been linked to the governments fiscal responsibility.
Itis sensible for the IMF to require Hungary to trim
its deficit before granting credit. But Hungary’s
government is overburdened and its citizens over-
taxed. Hungary has the best credit in the region,
being one of few countries that has never defaulted
on its loan repayments. If the election brings in a
more left-oriented government than the present one,
it is important that the IMF not panic. This country
needs a voice who can calm Washington’s fears.

Hopefully Blinken will be this voice.

Welcome to Hungary Mr. Ambassador. We hope
your stay here brings even better relations between
Hungary and America.
